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Thanks for this comment. I agree that there is a need for geoscience communication
in the classroom. I also strongly believe that to effectively facilitate communication,
a classroom activity should be set up for replication, so all design files and a bill of
materials should be provided under a permissive open source license for re-use, re-
mixing and sharing.
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
